Tasmania as a place of r efuge rather than
banishment is the central theme of Haven,
Salamanca Ar ts Centr e’s contribution to
10 Days on the Island. The exhibition,
curated by Dr Kevin Mur  ray, opens on
Thursday Mar ch 28 and r uns thr ough to
Saturday May 10 in the Long Galler vy of
Salamanca Arts Centre$ 19th Century
waterfront buildings.

Haven focuses on the r ecent evolution of
visual arts and craft in T asmania in a way
that adds fr esh stimulus to the national
scene. The exhibition features the work of
outstanding Tasmanian artists and
challenges the characteristic ‘gothic’
representation of Tasmania.

The Tasmanian Gothic reached its
traumatic end point with the Por t Ar thur
massacre. What has been an amusing

play on stereotypes became an
uncomfable reality Dr Murray
commented.

‘The last 10 Days on the Island festival
provided a welcome oppor tunity to show
a different light on the T asmania. Indeed,
the relationship with the mainland today
seems almost reversed. While the
imagination of the mainland is exer cised
by detention centres and popular
Xenophobia, in Tasmania there appears to
be widespread support for those seeking
refuge from the troubled world.’
